HELPFUL HINTS

Assembling the Gingerbread House 
is part of the competition. Consider 
bringing something to support your walls/
roof seams as they dry (e.g. canned goods 
to hold the walls in place hands-free, 
CORDLESS glue gun, quick dry caulk/
caulking gun, etc.).

If you want the walls of your house 
to be covered in frosting you may want 
to add a few drops of water to thin the icing.

Don’t put too much candy on the roof.

Where possible, pre-decorate your 
roof & walls if you plan on making intricate 
designs. 

Inexpensive art brushes, cotton swabs 
& tweezers are useful tools.

Straight pins are a helpful tool to stabilize 
the walls of your house.
